This one is a
replica of a fire truck owned by the City of Coburg, Oregon, which is near Eugene.  This is a 1:6 model,
and is 15 ½” long, and weighs 3.5 pounds.  The hood, doors, cowl vent, and even the glove box open and
close.  The hose reel spools and the ladder extends.  And the detail items like the siren and light, fire
extinguisher, and bell make this a real heirloom.  DCP trucks are usually quick to go, so order one before
they are all gone!
