What Mike has done is create an all aluminum intake manifold for the 304, 345 and 392 IH SV motors.
These are all NEW manifold: nothing welded, nothing re-machined, and no used parts. They start as chunks
of high quality aluminum which are cast and machined and polished into a final product. What you getis a
very light weight, very clean aluminum intake with tons of optigos.can now DIRECTY. bolt a 4 barrel
carburetor into a 304 motdfou can now run true Multiport fuel injection on an IH 8\dtor!You can

now have it all'’/And the prices are amazing as well, considering the amount of research and development
that went into these manifolds. Sure, you can buy an aftermarket manifold for a 350 Chevy for less, but then
you'd have a 350 ChewUCK!
